Recently: Air Force defeated San Diego State, 55-23, in Falcon Stadium on Nov. 17 to close out the regular
season. California lost at Stanford, 20-13, on Dec. 1.

Coaches: Air Force is coached by Troy Calhoun (Air Force, 1989), who is in his first season. Calhoun has
led the Falcons to a 9-3 overall mark and has a 6-2 mark in conference games. California is coach by Jeff
Tedford (Fresno State, 1983), who is in his sixth season. Tedford has led Cal to a 49-24 career record. 

Let’s go bowlin’ 
Air Force is 8-8-1 all-time in bowl games, dating back to the 1958 season. Air Force enters the game with
a one-game bowl losing streak, falling to Virginia Tech, 20-13, in the 2002 San Francisco Bowl. The
Falcons had won their previous two bowl games, beating Fresno State, 37-34, in the 2000 Silicon Valley
Bowl and Washington, 45-25, in the 1998 O’ahu Bowl.

The series
Air Force and California will play for the eighth time overall and first in a bowl game. The Bears lead the
overall series, 5-2, including a 56-14 victory in Falcon Stadium in 2004 in the last meeting. Air Force is 2-2
vs. Cal in California and 0-3 at home. The Falcons are 1-1 vs. Cal coach Jeff Tedford. The teams first played
in 1961 in California. The Falcons won the game, 15-14. The Bears won the next four meetings. Air Force
picked up it’s second victory of the series in 2002 at Cal, beating the 23rd-ranked Bears, 23-21. The Bears’
victory in Falcon Stadium two years later was as the 13th-ranked team in the nation and featured the first-
career start for Air Force quarterback Shaun Carney, just a freshman at the time.
Cal’s 56 points in 2004 rank as the most points scored in the series while Air Force’s best output came in

Last meeting vs. California -- 2004
Air Force was beaten, 56-14, by 13th-ranked California in Falcon Stadium in the season opener for both
schools.
Cal running back J.J. Arrington rushed for 181 yards and three touchdowns to lead the Bears, who out-
rushed Air Force, 342-182. Arrington opened the scoring with an 11-yard scoring run to give the Bears a
7-0 lead. The Falcons answered when freshman quarterback Shaun Carney hit Robert McMenomy with
a 10-yard scoring strike to tie the game. The touchdown capped a 17-play, 77-yard drive that took 6:19
off the clock. The Falcons converted all five third-down conversions on the drive.
Arrington added his second TD of the quarter to give Cal a 14-7 lead. Quarterback Aaron Rodgers then
added a one-yard run early in the second quarter to give Cal a 21-7 lead. The Falcons then posted
another impressive drive, going 80 yards in eight plays to make it 21-14 at halftime with a Dan Shaffer
two-yard run.
The biggest play of the game came on Cal’s opening drive of the second half. Arrington dove over the
pile from the one-yard line and fumbled into the endzone after being hit by John Rudzinski. Air Force
recovered, but officials ruled that Arrington had crossed the goal line before the fumble, giving Cal a
28-14 lead. The Bears rolled from that point, holding Air Force to just 56 total yards in the second half.
Cal finished the game with 573 total yards while holding the Falcons to just 271.
Marshawn Lynch added 92 yards rushing and Rodgers hit 11 of 16 passes for 208 yards. Air Force was
led by Carney, who rushed for 75 yards on 18 carries. Hit also hit nine of 15 passes for 89 yards with a
touchdown and interception.

Air Force vs. the Pac-10 Conference
Air Force is 27-31-2 all-time against teams from the Pac-10 conference. Air Force’s most recent game vs.
a team from the conference was in 2005 vs. Washington in Seattle at Seahawks Stadium. The Falcons
won the game, 20-17. The Falcons are 1-2 vs. the Pac-10 in bowl games. The Falcons lost to Arizona
State, 33-28, in the 1987 Freedom Bowl and to Oregon, 41-13, in the 1997 Las Vegas Bowl. The Falcons
defeated Washington, 45-25, in the 1998 O’ahu Bowl.

Playing in Fort Worth
Air Force is 0-3 all-time playing in Fort Worth, Texas. The Falcons have lost all three games at Amon
Carter Stadium to TCU. The Falcons lost 27-9 in 1989, 35-34 in 1998, which was AF’s only loss of that
season, and 38-14 in 2006 in the season finale. 

Air Force has record-breaking season
Air Force finished the regular season with a 9-3 overall mark and a 6-2 mark in the Mountain West
Conference for a second-place finish. 

• Air Force posted a five-game turnaround from last season, when the team was 4-8, which
is the second-best turnaround in school history and best since 1957-58 (six games)

• The team’s nine wins are the most since 2000, when the team also went 9-3
• Air Force’s 6-2 MWC mark is the best in school history and best conference mark overall

since going 7-1 in the WAC in 1998
• Air Force posted just the third undefeated home record (6-0) in school history and the 

team’s 3-3 road mark is the best since 2002
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Going for No. 10
Air Force will be attempting to win its 10th game of the year during the bowl season. The team’s nine
wins already tie for sixth in a single-season in Air Force history and are the most since 2000. If Falcons
record their 10th win it would tie as the third most in school history and mark just the sixth time in school
history the Falcons have won 10 or more games. The 1998 and 1985 teams are tied for the top mark
with 12 wins. The 1983, 1991 and 1997 teams all won 10 games. 

Biggest turnarounds in 2007
Air Force has posted the nations second-largest turnaround in 2007. The Falcons improved five games
from last year’s 4-8 mark to finsih the regular season at 9-3. Air Force is tied with Kansas, Central
Florida, UConn and Memphis with five-game turnarounds. Only Illinois, who has a seven-game
improvement, ranked better.

One of America’s top young coaches
Air Force head coach Troy Calhoun is one of America’s top young coaches. In his first year at Air Force,
the 1989 Academy graduate led the Falcons to the most wins ever by a first year head coach, along
with the nine wins by Ben Martin in 1958. Calhoun led the team to six conference wins which is the
most ever by a first-year head coach, breaking the mark of four set by Fisher DeBerry in 1984.
Calhoun began his coaching career at the Academy, then after serving his military committment, was
an assistant at Ohio University, later becoming the offensive coordinator. He was the offensive coordi-
nator at Wake Forest before joining the National Football League with the Denver Broncos from 2003-
05. He was the offensive coorinator for the Houston Texans in 2006 before returning to his alma mater
this season as the sixth head coach in school history.

Playing best when it matters most
The Falcons entered 2007 with a 12-24 record over the last six games of the season since 2001. The
Falcons went 5-1 this season over the final six games which is the best mark since the 1998 team was
6-0. Coaches often say that you must play your best in October and November. Air Force has also done
that this season, posting a 6-1 mark in the two months combined.

Record-setting win in South Bend
Air Force posted one of the biggest wins in service academy football history this season, defeating
Notre Dame, 41-24, at Notre Dame Stadium in South Bend, Ind. The win is the largest by a service
academy over Notre Dame in 44 years. Air Force’s win at Notre Dame was its fourth in the last 25 years,
matching USC. Only Michigan State (seven) and Boston College (five) have won more games at Notre
Dame Stadium over the last 25 years.

Teammates Chad Hall and Shaun Carney among elite tandem’s in MWC history
Air Force quarterback Shaun Carney (2,453 yards) and WR-Z Chad Hall (2,543 yards) are currently
ranked eighth and fifth, respectively, on the MWC’s all-time list for rushing yardage.  Carney and Hall
are the second quarterback/running back/wide receiver combo from one team to be listed among the
league’s all-time rushers, joining the Colorado State tandem of QB Brad Van Pelt (2001-03) and RB Cecil
Sapp (1999-02).

Two of the nation’s best anchor Falcon defense
Senior cornerback Carson Bird has six interceptions on the season, which ranks first in the conference and
seventh in the nation.  Bird has nine takeaways on the season, to go with three multi-takeaway games, inter-
cepting a pass and recovering fumbles against South Carolina State and BYU and recording two intercep-
tions against Colorado State.  His six picks are tied for fourth all-time at the Academy and are the most inter-
ceptions since Brian Watkins had six in 1994.  Bird has eight career interceptions, which ties him for 10th all-
time at the Academy.  He is currently tied for fifth all-time in conference interceptions.  Bird is one pick shy of
the MWC single-season record of seven picks, held by Utah’s Eric Weddle (2006) and UNLV’s Kevin Thomas
(2001). Bird was awared with first-team all-Mountain West Conference honors this season.

In addition to the Lightning
Bolts on each side, the Falcons have had the
stripes on the helmet from 1980 to 2006.  Air
Force originally had just the Lighting Bolts on the
helmet for the first 25 years from the program’s
inception in 1955.  There is also a slight alteration
to the Lightning Bolts as the silver lining of the
blue bolts has been replaced by an all-blue bolt.

All-time record
Air Force has an all-time record of 311-263-13 in
its 52nd season. The program is 168-109-3 at
home and 143-154-10 in away/neutral site
games. 

101st Blocked Kick
Junior Ryan Kemp blocked Navy kicker Joey
Bullen’s field goal attempt in the fourth quarter,
giving Air Force its 101st blocked kick since 1990.
The 101 blocks ranks second nationally since 1990,
trailing only Virginia Tech.  Air Force got the 100th
blocked kick against TCU, when Chris Thomas
blocked Chris Manfredini’s 20-yard attempt in the
third quarter.

Senior outside linebacker John Rabold is establishing himself as one of the best defensive players in the
Mountain West Conference. Rabold is second in the conference in tackles for loss with 16.5 for 66 yards.
In addition, he is sixth in the conference with 5.5 quarterback sacks for 45 yards. He also leads the con-
ference in fumbles recovered with an average of .33 per game. He recovered a fumble against Notre
Dame and returned it 19 yards for his first-career touchdown. Rabold has had at least one tackle for
loss in 10 straight and 11 of 12 games this season. Against Notre Dame, he led the team with nine tack-
les and matched his career-high with 2.5 tackles for loss, including a quarterback sack. Rabold was
named first-team all-MWC in 2007.

Hall-American
Senior WR-Z Chad Hall is establishing himself as one of the best players in college football this season.
The Atlanta, Ga., product has had a record-breaking senior season. He was named a third-team All-
American by Rivals.com and was the Mountain West Conference’s offensive player of the year. Some of
this season’s highlights include:

• Leads the Mountain West Conference and is 17th nationally in rushing (117.9 yards per game)
• Leads the conference and is third nationally in all-purpose yards (208.7 per game)
• Leads the team in rushing yards (1,415), receiving yards (488), receptions (46), rushing touchdowns (14), all-
purpose yards (2,504) and punt  returns (12.6 yards per return) 
• Lone player in the nation to lead his team in rushing and receiving yards
• Rushed for over 100-yards in six of last seven games

Record-setting quarterback Shaun Carney
As a four-year starter, senior quarterback Shaun Carney has put his name atop several Air Force pass-
ing records.  Carney has broke the Air Force career passing yardage, passing touchdowns and total
yardage records this season.  Carney tossed a pair of touchdowns against Wyoming to break the
school passing touchdowns record and now has 38 for his career.  At Colorado State, Carney broke the
school passing yardage record.  Earlier in the season against Navy, Carney had 300 yards of total
offense to set the school record for total offense.  Carney has passed for 5,323 yards and has 7,776
yards of total offense. Carney is also tops at Air Force in completion percentage 61.9 and passing effi-
ciency 146.50. Carney has been outstanding over his last seven games. He has hit 74 of 112 passes, a
66.1 completion percentage. He has thrown for 897 yards and six touchdowns with just two intercep-
tions.

Falcons honoring Air Force units
with patches on uniforms in 2007

The Air Force football team is honoring several dif-
ferent units throughout the Air Force by wearing
their official patches on its uniforms in 2007. The
team will honor 10 of the Air Force's Heritage
Wings and Groups by wearing patches on their
home uniforms; and six USAF Air and Space
Expeditionary Wings by wearing patches on their
away uniforms. 
The Heritage Wings and Groups date back to the
foundations of the Air Force, beginning on Aug. 1,
1907, when the U.S. Army Signal Corps estab-
lished a small Aeronautical Division to take
"charge of all matters pertaining to military bal-
looning, air machines and all kindred subjects."
But, it was not until May 26, 1909, that military avi-
ation was born, when Lts. Frank P. Lahm and
Benjamin D. Foulois made their first ascent and
qualified as the airship's first Army pilots. The
National Security Act of 1947 created a separate
Department of the Air Force, headed by a
Secretary of the Air Force; from that law, today's
Air Force was officially born on Sept. 18, 1947. 
The 10 patches represent active duty units that
have colorful and distinguished histories. These
"heritage units" not only represent the legacy of
the Air Force past, but also the promise of its
future. Each Air Force mission and capability is
represented with this cross-section of units. 
The Air and Space Expeditionary Force concept is
the Air Force's vision for the 21st century to organ-
ize, train, equip and deploy forces for contingency
operations while remaining ready to meet nation-
al crises. AEF also helps create a mindset and cul-
ture that embraces the unique characteristics of
air and space power - range, speed, flexibility
and precision. A typical AEF consists of a full spec-
trum of air and space capabilities and is bal-
anced, flexible and sustainable. It is also tailored
to meet combatant commander requirements.
Military personnel that are deployed become a
part of one of these six wings.

Warren (Air Force, 1999), running backs coach Jemal Singleton (Air Force, 1999), co-offensive coordina-
tor/quarterback coach Blane Morgan (Air Force, 1999), wide receivers coach Mike Thiessen (Air Force,
2001), tight ends Ben Miller (Air Force, 2002), junior varsity head coach Lt. Col. Steve Senn (Air Force,
1990) and junior varsity assistant head coach Maj. Anthony Roberson (Air Force, 1989) all played and
graduated from the Academy. Only offensive line coach Clay Hendrix (Furman, 1986), defensive line
coach Ron Burton (North Carolina, 1987), outside linebacker coach Matt Weikert (Ohio, 2002) and offen-
sive assistant Patrick Covington (Furman, 2006) have no previous experience at the Academy. In addi-
tion to familiarity, no coach on the staff graduated from college prior to 1985. Tim DeRuyter, at age 44, is
the oldest member of the staff.
